Project 2 - Webpages

CS101, Fall 2009

This Project is due: Friday Oct. 30th, 5pm. This is a hard deadline. In order to turn this in email the Lab instructor Paul at: mawh2688@vandals.uidaho.edu. The email must include the correct and working URL to your index.html webpage. This project has some hard requirements, but is also a chance for you to experiment and do something interesting and possibly earn some extra credit. 

Deliverables: 

1. A web site programmed in HTML that is available on your university home page. 

2. No subjects or content may violate the University rules for computer use (http://www.uiweb.uidaho.edu/policy/)
3. You may NOT use MS Front Page or style pages (including Word). We will be programming in HTML and CSS 

Take time to think about what you want to present on your webpages.  Try to come up with a theme: an interest, a hobby, information about yourself for potential employers, etc.  
What the Project MUST Contain: 

1) A homepage and at least three linked pages. (No penalty for not having more, this is your chance to have a freely hosted webpage to experiment on.) 

a) Each webpage will have its own subdirectory (folder). 

2) Use of CSS to format your WebPages. 

a) Your CSS must specify/modify at least one font that is used in your web pages. 

b) Your CSS must specify the background color. 

3) An e-mail link back to your University e-mail account. 

4) A link to the University of Idaho web page. 

5) Correctly used head section with meta tags for use by a web crawler 

a) Specify current page’s name 

b) This is where the CSS will be specified. 

c) At least use keyword for the meta tags. 

6) Links between all pages (all pages must be linked to each other). 

7) At least one table, minimum size 4 rows with at least 3 columns.
8) At least 2 lists, one ordered, one unordered 

9) At least 5 pictures: 

a) Using size definition on at least 3 

b) And all must have an alternate designation to show broken links. 

c) At least one picture (could be an icon) must be a link to a page or file 

10) One form. 

a) Simple example is an email feedback. 

11) Your Processing project, with some text describing it.

Extra Credit: Based on style and content. The base assignment requires specific details. Extra credit based on “artistic flow”, additional material, etc.
Grading Criteria:  This is a 90 point assignment. It must be turned in on time for the TA’s in order for him to have time to go over it and grade it properly.
