<h3>There are two ways to add links.</h3> 


 <p>The first way is when you are adding links to webpages that are in your directory hierarchy such as links between the pages we are creating today.</p>

<p> The second way is when you are adding links to webpages on the internet like the w3schools link I have used </p>

 <h1>Images</h1>

<img src="cat1.jpg" alt="A kitten jpg" />

<h2>Step 1:  Add an image to the page</h2>

<p>The most basic way to add an image is with the img tag: &lt; img src="cat1.jpg" / &gt; </p>

<p>When using this just remember you need to specify the name of the picture, and the correct file extension (.jpb in this case). An image could also be specified by a URL</p>

<h2>Notes on Images</h2>

<p> We should specify the alt field in the image so that if for some reason the picture didn’t load, the viewer will at least know what was supposed to be there. <br>
